COST:

The cost for a fulltime student will be $1200 and for those who do a drop-in, there will be a suggested $30 for the evening. This allows our “real-lifers” to have an opportunity to join in the classroom times as whenever it works for them, even if they can’t attend every class. Each full-time student should have at least a $500 deposit (non-refundable) at the first class. 
EXPECTATIONS:

Our expectation is that each of the full-time students has a mentor who will process the classroom material with them, design a tailor-made reading list and a journaling component. There will also be an expectation on the mentor to design an experiential practicuum both locally (i.e. JLYS or weaving into YWAM or Mosaic missional and community opportunities) and internationally. We would like to offer up to 2 outreach missional trips for students to go on. (Preferably with their mentor but this is not a “hard-and-fast” requirement. The opportunities would be:

a.) October/November trip to S.E. Asia with Tim, 
b.) Local ministry opportunities such with the Justice Café, JLYS, church plants, and YWAM.
c.) Summer Trip-place to be determined.
It’s important that you find someone to mentor you as you go through the course and that this person is closely connected to what you are learning.

CLASS Content and Timeline: 

Each class will start with an expression of prayer or worship which the teacher and the students will both facilitate. We want students to discover their personal way of connecting to God. (For example the "Lectio Divina" Benedictine style of studying and praying the Scriptures.)
